In 2020, Perseverance 
landed in Jezero Crater, an area believed to have once contained a lake. Scientists hope to find 
microscopic fossils or chemical traces that prove life once existed. 
While no direct evidence of life has been found yet, new discoveries keep the mystery alive. In the 
future, human missions to Mars could help answer one of the greatest questions: Are we alone in the
